Then you’re going to write another story in the spirit of yellow journalism.  Make your readers feel the emotion you want them to feel.  Use emotional words.  You want to make your readers feel the way you feel.  You want to inspire them to action.


Here are your facts.  Your stories should only be about a paragraph long, each.

1.  Earnestee Bass is a resident of Coker Creek.  

2. On September 20, he entered the Wal-Mart in Madisonville.

3. He was caught shoplifting a pack of cigarette lighters, a bottle of black powder, and a can of lighter fluid.  

4. After running from the Police for a short distance, he surrendered and was taken into custody.
