  Compile a list of prominent men and women in US History, any time period, arranged in alphabetical order, complete with a description of their significance (only a sentence or two), and an illustration (picture of the person, or something relevant.)

  You may use either their first or last name as the letter you are using. For example, Benedict Arnold could serve either as “A” or “B.”

Example:

   Arnold, Benedict: 1741-1841: General in the American Revolution who sold out his unit and went to fight in the British army.

   Benedict Arnold: 1741-1841: General in the American Revolution who sold out his unit and went to fight in the British army.

   Gary, Cole: 1975-present: Greatest teacher who ever lived, friend of small animals and    giver of gifts to the giftless.

· The better and more detailed your description, the better your score will be. Set every person in their time period. You cannot use one person more than once.

· Half (no more or less) of the people you use must not be WOMEN.

· The project will be due exactly 3 school days before the end of the 3rd six weeks. Late projects will not be accepted.
